H.H. SWAMI CHINMAYANANDA JI

Born on 8th May 1916 Yug Purusha H.H.
Swami Chinmayanandaji Maharaj bloomed forth as a
great saint, philosopher and guide to the millions and
the greatest exponent of Geeta of his times. With a
glorious record of education Mr Balakrishna Menon
obtained post graduation degree in English from
Lucknow University. His Holiness took Sanyas on the
Mahashivratri day in 1947 from his Deeksha Guru,
Swami Shivananda of Anand Kutir, Rishikesh. With
Shivananda's blessings, Chinmayananda sought out
Vedantick master of his time, Tapovan Maharaj of
Uttarkashi known as Himwat Vibhuti and devoted next
few years of his life to an intensive study of Vedanta
under his tutelage. In May 1951, he descended to the
plains from the heights of Gangotri with primary
objectives of regeneration of Dharma and
respiritualisation in India. Without any outside support,
he organised the first GyanYagna in Pune in December
1951. From a few participants at the time, hundreds of
Yagnas later, the number of devotees mounted to
millions. Indeed, he was a movement in himself and a
legend in his own life. His Geeta Gyan Yagnas brought
the wisdom of Vedanta to millions who became his
ardent devotees looking up to him as a Yug Purusha.
He became Pujya Gurudev of countless people in India
and abroad. It was his love for mankind and vision of
man's relationship with God which brought about many
centres of higher learning in the Vedantic knowledge in
this country and other parts of the world. In a short span
of about 60 years, more than 300 Chinmaya Mission
Centres have been established in addition to various
academic institutions imparting quality education,
hospitals, welfare and vocational centres and clinics
etc. forthe benefit of the society.

Discourses of Geeta by Yug Purusha, the
nectar of life, are much sought after the world over.
Gurudev's commentaries on Geeta and other Hindu
scriptures are acclaimed as master-pieces all over the
world. Gurudev’s audio and video cassettes on these
scriptures are used in many institutions and homes for
gaining the eternal knowledge of this subtle subject.

Pujya Gurudev attained Maha Samadhi on 3rd
August 1993 passing the torch to the next generation
led by H.H. Swami Tejomayananda ji and further by
Swami Swaroopananda ji. College Parivar offers
Shradhanijali by rededicating itselt to the noble cause
oftrue knowledge.

H.H. SWAMI TEJOMAYANANDA JI

Swami Tejomayananda Ji was the Global Head
of Chinmaya Mission worldwide from August 1993
to January 2017 . He was born in a Maharashtrian
family on 30th June 1950 in Madhaya Pradesh. He
was called Sudhakar Kaitwade. At the age of 20,
While doing his master's degree in Physics, he met
Swami Chinmayananda. So thoroughly inspired
was Sudhakar, that after obtaining his mother's
permission, he joined Chinmaya Mission's Vedanta
Course in Mumbai. After successfully completing
the course in 1975, he was posted to Chinmaya
Mission Centre in Bhopal and subsequently Kanpur
and Sidhbari.

On October 21, 1983 Swami Chinmayananda ji
initiated him into sanyas and gave him the name
Swami Tejomayananda Ji. In 1989, Swami
Tejomayananda Ji was sent to San Jose (USA) and
became Acharya of Chinmaya Mission West. This
made him In-charge of all of Chinmaya Mission
activities in North America.

Upon Swami Chinmayananda's Maha Samadhi
in August 1993, Swami Tejomayananda Ji returned
to India and became the Global Head of Chinmaya
Mission worldwide. Since then, Swami
Tejomayananda Ji has vigorously pursued the
grand vision of his master.

Inthe year 20186, the President of India awarded
Swami Ji with "Padma Bhushan" for his social and
spritual contribution to the society. In January 2017
he handed over the charge of Global Head of
Chinmaya Mission to HH Swami Swaroopananda
Ji. Currently HH Swami Tejomayananda Ji,
reverentially called Guru ji by the devotees of
Chinmaya Mission world wide, is the Chief mentor
of Chinmaya Mission.
